______  25 points 1.  Create a poem or song about some of Brian’s experiences.  It should have at least 8 lines.

______  25 points 2.  Design a new book cover.  Use construction paper to design a cover tat looks very different to the one on the book.  Use the space on te front and back flaps to give a summary of the book and information about the author.

______  25 points 3.  Create a diorama in a shoe box, a miniature scene of Brian’s wilderness environment using natural materials to make a 3-dimensional effect.  Include the lake, Brian’s shelter, fire, signal fire, fish pond, etc.

______  25 points 4.  Design a comic strip.  Choose a chapter or an episode from the book and illustrate it as a comic strip wit at least five frames.  Include “balloons” for the characters’ dialogue or thoughts.  Use a ruler to create the frames.
