1. Have students fold construction paper in half- long way/hot dog

2. Cut- to create 4 flaps

3. Front flap is an illustration of the Tall Tale

4. Under front- bullet 5 exaggerations they found from the text

5. Bottom- write a brief summary of the Tale 

Story Elements

Tall tales, Myths, Folk tales, Fables, & Legends are traditional literature that continue on oral tradition and reveal the values and beliefs of a culture.

Tall Tales

· A uniquely American story form that features exaggeration as the major element.

· Characters that are larger-than-life, or superhuman, main character with a specific task.  Characters may use everyday language. Many tall tales are based on actual people or on a composite of actual people. 
· Plot has a problem that is solved in a humorous or outrageous way, 

· (Story lines always use exaggerated details that describe things larger than they really are. 

Myths

· Stories are seen as true in the represented society, all cultures have myths; Greek, Roman, Norse and Native American are most familiar .

· Plot tells the story of ancestors, supernatural beings, heroes, gods, or goddesses with special powers.

· Accounts frequently try to describe aspects of customs or explain natural events such as the sun or lightning.
